Federal Firearms License Holders:

The Law Enforcement Protection Program has been in effect since 1998. In 2008, the
Kentucky General Assembly made the Kentucky State Police the administrator of the
forfeited gun sales. The proceeds from the sales of confiscated firearms have been
instrumental in equipping Kentucky law enforc nent ¢ sonr with f sonal body
armor and other equipment which enable officers to better serve the citizens of
Kentucky.
